Many years ago, a Greek philosopher said ‘The only thing 
constant in life is change.’ Certainly, that remains true today for 
all of us, including our beloved Great Smoky Mountains National 
Park, and dealing with these changes presents many challenges.

Your generous support in 2021 enabled the Friends to raise over 
$5 million to meet many big challenges, from mother nature 
and growing visitation, plus many more. In fact, your donations 
supported over 70 projects last year. The park was able to welcome 
thousands of children, giving them the opportunity to experience 
our Smokies’ many wonders. The completion of the John Oliver 
Trail opened up great opportunities for visitors of all abilities.

In 2021, the park launched Forever Places, a $9 million campaign 
effort which will preserve the rich history embodied in the more 
than 100 Appalachian Structures throughout the park by funding 
a crew of skilled preservationists on a permanent basis. The 
projects will follow a successful footprint of Trails Forever, an 
endowment established ten years ago to fund a full-time group 
of skilled craftsmen. This crew restores and maintains the most 
traveled trails in our park. You can enjoy the fruits of their labor 
when hiking Andrews Bald, Chimney Tops, Alum Cave, Rainbow 
Falls, Trillium Gap, and Abrams Falls. They are currently 
working on Ramsey Cascades Trail.

We are pleased to share with you our 2021 annual report on 
funds received this past year, and what we have been able to 
accomplish together as Friends. We look forward to next year, 
our thirtieth anniversary as the primary nonprofit fundraiser for 
Great Smoky Mountains National Park.

Friends’ work started and continues to meet challenges faced by 
the park’s rangers, who are entrusted with its care every day. We 
are thankful you made all this work possible by your continued 
generous support.

Our budgets don’t increase just because 
our visitation increases. Thanks to the Friends and donors 
like you, we’ve been able to meet the most pressing needs. 
But, we are at a crossroads. Your park and the employees

move forward with considering the implementation of parking fees to raise critical funds for 
basic operational park needs, we look forward to working with the Friends on signature projects. 
This is the work that allows us to provide a margin of excellence in services and programs for a 
premier park experience for the visitors of today and tomorrow. 
 
With your support, we constructed the first ever barrier-free, all access trail in a historic setting. 
This half-mile trail allows people of all abilities to experience the John Oliver Cabin in Cades 
Cove. We also fully renovated the popular Abrams Falls Trail in Cades Cove through our Trails 
Forever program. On top of all this, the Forever Places campaign was launched last year with 
a goal of raising $9 million to support a permanent historic structures crew. Your response was 
overwhelming! I’m honored to say that we’ve already realized enough funds to support the first two 
permanent crew members.

Trails Forever Endowment… $8,046,147
The board of directors and staff of Friends 
of the Smokies sincerely thank the Aslan 
Foundation of Knoxville, established by the 
late Lindsay Young, former Friend and board 
member, for the $2.3 million challenge grant 
which created the Trails Forever Endowment 
in 2008. The match was accomplished with the help of the 
friends and family members of Tom Cronan, Margaret 
Stevenson, the Foothills Striders and many others who gave 
with the vision of a trail crew dedicated to revitalizing trails 
like Alum Cave, Forney Ridge, Chimney Tops, Rainbow Falls, 
Trillium Gap, and Abrams Falls. 

Kathryn McNeil Educational Endowment… $1,868,524
Kathryn McNeil was a founding board member of Friends 
of the Smokies. Shortly before her passing, she challenged 
Friends of the Smokies to match her $600,000 gift, creating 
a $1.2 million endowment to fund a full-time, year-round 
Parks as Classroom Resource Education Ranger position. In 
2000, she and Voit Gilmore donated their mountain home 

and 535-acre 
property to 
Great Smoky

which today 
is known as 
the Appalachian Highlands Science Learning Center at Purchase 
Knob. The endowment-funded ranger position serves at the 
Science Learning Center at Purchase Knob.

Elaine Gibson Endowment… $3,207,838
Upon Elaine Gibson’s passing, Great Smoky Mountains National Park’s leadership team learned of her 
bequest to help take care of our park’s greatest needs. Friends received a $2 million bequest in 2018 in 
order to create an endowment to help Great Smoky Mountains National Park address 
some of its greatest needs.

BUILDING CAPACITY….FOREVER
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Endowments
The following endowments were established through the generosity of outstanding champions of Great Smoky Mountains National 
Park. Each of these endowments expands the capacity of the National Park Service’s dedicated staff to care for the Smokies. As of 
December 31, 2021, the endowment balances were as follows: 

Forever Places Endowment…$4,033,880*
Great Smoky Mountains National Park’s collection of historic cabins, churches, mills, and 
barns weaves together the story of these mountains. Many of the structures are in critical 
need of repair, so a new endowment called Forever Places was established in 2020 to hire a 
crew of preservationists on a permanent basis. Friends of the Smokies is working towards a 
goal of $9 million. The board and staff of Friends of the Smokies would like to thank those 
who have generously contributed to Forever Places thus far, enabling the park to hire two 
of the eight crew members.

WALKER SISTERS CABIN 
As part of the Forever Places program, the Walker Sisters Cabin will be fully rehabilitated, including the installation 
of a new wood-shingled roof.

LITTLE CATALOOCHEE BAPTIST CHURCH 
This historic church is in great need of a full, structural rehabilitation 
due to age and the weight of the bell tower. In order to preserve 
the historical integrity of the structure, a special study and design is 
needed to determine the best engineering solution.

THE WALKER SISTERS CABIN 
The incredible story of the Walker Sisters is one of strength, hard 
work, and a love for the land of the Smokies. Their father, John N. 
Walker, married Margaret Jane King in 1866 shortly after returning 
from the Civil War, where he fought for the Union and was 
imprisoned by the Confederacy. The Walkers obtained a house and 
property in Little Greenbrier Cove through Margaret’s family.

Together the Walkers raised eleven children. The sisters who did not marry stayed in Little Greenbrier with their 
father and inherited the farm after his death in 1921. After the national park was established, the Walker Sisters 
received a special lifetime lease — a chance to live out the rest of their lives in the log cabin. Though the Walker 
sisters are now gone, their legacy lives on through their homestead, the objects they created and lived with, and 
the neighbors and visitors they interacted with well into the 1950s.The Walker Sisters Cabin has been temporarily 
closed due to safety concerns.(Excerpts from NPS.gov/gsmnp)

LITTLE CATALOOCHEE BAPTIST CHURCH
Cataloochee Valley was first discovered by the Cherokee when they came through the Smokies hunting and fishing, 
but they never settled permanently. When the first Europeans arrived in the valley in the early 1800s, all of the 
land belonged to Colonel Robert Love. Colonel Love was a post-Revolutionary War speculator who granted land 
and homesteads to families to develop. For many residents, church gatherings were a very important part of their 
lives. Sunday school was held every week, and Sunday services were held once a month. Most of the preachers 

were circuit riders who only visited once a month. When a preacher was in the valley, church 
services were held both Sunday morning and evening. A revival was also held every fall. To this 
day, descendants of Little Cataloochee gather at the church for a reunion on an annual basis.
